 Local dignitaries converged on the 

old Lake Tapps Power House last 

week to celebrate the final sale of 

Lake Tapps to the Cascade Water 

Alliance. 

 Congressmen, legislators, mayors, 

county executives and other VIPs 

were in attendance. The event was 

billed as ñCelebrating New 

Beginningsò and began with a meeting 

of the Lake Tapps Task Force, 

followed by a celebration.  

 ñIf any group could make this 

happen, itôs this group at Lake Tapps,ò 

Jan Shabro told the gathering. Shabro, 

a Tapps Island resident and key 

member of the Task Force, was a 

Pierce County Council member when 

the lake first became imperiled 11 

years ago. In that time, she has served 

in the state Legislature and as Pierce 

County Auditor, never losing faith that 

a viable future lay in store for Lake 

Tapps. 

 ñYou made my prophecy come 

true,ò she told the group. 

 Many in attendance were in 

agreement that the complex transfer 

from the lake being owned and 

operated by Puget Sound Energy as a 

power-generating reservoir to 

becoming a drinking water source for 

Cascade Water Alliance could not 

have happened without individuals 

willing to go beyond their normal job 

descriptions. 

 Cited as examples were Chuck 

Clarke, the CEO of Cascade, and Ed 

Schild, from PSE. 

 Former Pierce County Executive 

John Ladenburg thanked both 

gentlemen, stating, ñThanks, PSE. 

They did not have to do this.ò 

 When Puget Sound Energy found 

out 11 years ago that it would be 

required by the Federal Energy 

Regulatory Commission to obtain 

expensive new licensing to continue to 

operate Lake Tapps as a power-

generating resource, it ultimately 

decided that Lake Tapps was no longer 

a viable source of revenue. In the 

ensuing years, however, the power 

giant sought extensions and worked 

diligently to find another buyer that 

would ensure a future for the lake.  

 Many options were explored, but 

the most viable was to sell the lake as a 

drinking water source to Cascade, 

which is a non-profit consortium of 

several King County cities.  

 Some local cities, however, felt 

that King County was on a water grab, 

and tried to block the transfer. 

 All that was put to rest at the 

celebration last week when a final 

agreement was signed by Cascade and 

the cities of Bonney Lake, Auburn, 

Buckley and Sumner, allowing them to 

tap into the White River as a future 

regional water resource. 

 The sheer scope of the sale was

Recently, Islanders were notified in a newsletter from 

Pierce County that recyclable materials, or rather mis-cycled 

materials, are costing more and more to process. 

 Too much junk tossed into recycle bins means fuller 

trucks and more manpower to sort. So, below are some quick 

hints for getting an ñAò in recycling and keeping all our costs 

down. 

¶  Just because an item is plastic does not mean itôs 
recyclable. Plastic bottles must have a neck smaller than 

the base. Water bottles, soda bottles, ketchup bottles, 

shampoo containers are all good examples. 

¶  Not recyclable are margarine tubs, yogurt containers, 

ñclamshellò containers (like you bring home Chinese food 
from Top Foods in), to name a few. Plastic grocery bags, 

plastic wrappers around cases of water bottles, and other 

wrapping are not recyclable, either. Such items actually 

wrap around equipment and cause damage. 

Do not put glass in your recycle bin. Glass shards get 

caught in the legitimate materials and can injure workers. 

Please save in another container and take to a recycle center 

yourself. The Prairie Ridge transfer station accepts household 

trash, and recyclables. It is open seven days a week, 9am ï 

4:45pm,  Phone number is (253) 847-7555. 

Yard waste containers cannot include food, flocked 

Christmas trees or any other plant with coatings or chemicals. 

Pierce County reports that good recycling habits seem to 

be on the wane in our county after a very good start in 2005. 

 The Tapps Island Association also reports 

disappointment with peopleôs propensity to litter along 

roadways. Security and maintenance personnel spend several 

hours every week picking up trash along our roadways. 

Please help those in your family understand that littering is a 

costly and inconsiderate habit.

Tapps Island is considered a secure community because of 

the security officers positioned at the front gate monitoring 

the entrance of all vehicles.

A recap of the financial results for the month of December 2009 
discloses a net operating loss of $18,811 against a budgeted loss 
of $11,926. Year-to-date totals for 2009 show a combined loss of 
$22,595 vs. a budgeted income of $12,307.  A comparison to the 
same period in 2008 showed an Association net profit of 
$22,054.  Our cash position as of December 31, 2009 was 
$229,564 total in the Operating Account and $122,727 in the 
Reserve Fund.  The accounts receivable amount was in an 
acceptable range. John Bial moved to approve the Treasurerôs 
Report, subject to the annual audit. Rich Kumar seconded the 
motion.
